Heritage Fair 2015
Introduction: As part of the evaluation for Social Studies, Grade Nine students are expected to complete a Heritage Fair project.

Due Date: The Project is due on Monday, January 12th, 2015. For those interested in participating in the Regional Heritage Fair, there will be an in-school fair on Wednesday, February 4th.
Theme:  This year’s project is “In Their Footsteps”. The nature of this year’s theme enables a wide variety of topic choices! Students may with to research their family genealogy of parents/ grandparents, or other relatives. They may wish to focus on entertainment (culture, food, games, music, parades, traditions, etc.), school life, a traditional way of life, traditional jobs or roles, or church and/or community influences. Students might consider researching a historical event or period, such as The Great War, The Great Depression, The Second World War, the Cod Moratorium, Newfoundland joining Confederation, and so forth. In this case, artifacts could be used, research could be developed, and student presentations could be enhanced by both. Students will present their work using a tri-fold presentation board and may choose to supplement their project with audio, video, performance, log, diary, music, art, etc. 

General Guidelines:

· All projects should have an Atlantic Canadian history, geography, or heritage theme.

· Projects must be accompanied by an element of written research undertaken by the student(s) in the process of developing the project. You are required to use APA research methods.
· Projects may be prepared by individual students, or with a partner in class. Students will not be permitted to have a partner in a different class.

· The top two projects in each class will be asked to participate in the school fair on February 4th.
· The top three projects in the school will have the opportunity to participate in the Regional Fair. 
· Students must accompany their projects and be present at their display for an interview during the Regional Historica Fair. 
· Students must provide their own electrical equipment, if needed, to display their work. Electrical outlets will be provided as requested on the student registration form.

Project Guidelines: All students must complete a 3D tri-fold backboard display that highlights the major details of your project.

· A title

· Include your name(s) school, grade, teacher contact

· Research should be presented in an attractive manner with the credit for your information included in APA style.
· Include such things as artifacts, photos, illustrations and newspaper/magazine clippings
· Type your material using a large font

· Do not overcrowd your display

· Balance your display with photos/illustrations and text

· Choose artifacts for your table that people can pick up and examine

· Make sure your project is easily transportable

Students do have the opportunity to add extra resources to your projects. To achieve maximum success, students are encouraged to enhance their Heritage projects with additional media and resources. Listed below are some ways students can add to their projects. Students can incorporate any of these as a way of presenting their research and connecting with their topic.

Short Stories

· Legibility, style and grammar to be considered

Poetry

· Minimum length 14 lines

· Legibility, style and grammar will be considered

Scripts

· 5-10 pages

Cartoons

· Cartoon must measure 8.5x11 inches
· All works must be original, signed and dated by the student.
Video / Audio
· All submissions must be DVD format and not exceed 10 minutes in length.

· A script must be written and directed by students with a minimum of technical help from teachers and/or advisors.

· Submissions must include a title and credits.

Planning your Heritage Fair Project
· Students should try and choose a topic of interest to them.
· Once you choose a topic have it approved by your teacher.

· The material you present must be written in your own words. 

· Students will be required to present their projects in class. Practice your presentation at home so you will be more comfortable during your presentation.

· Information should be gathered from a variety of sources. Be sure to include a reference list with your final project (this should be posted on the back of your tri-fold poster)
